Curriculum

English — Miss Plant, our trainee teacher, is teaching us our English unit this half-term. We have started
our new text, ‘Some Places More Than Others’ and we are already so invested. The book is all about a
young girl, who wants to know her family tree and goes to New York to learn all about her ancestors.
We have even started creating our own memory boxes of things that are special to us.

Maths— In Maths, we are currently learning all about different units of measure and how we can
convert these. Children have converted mm to cm, cm to m, m to km, g to kg and ml to I. To do this, we
have been using a place value grid multiply by 10, 100 and 100. Next week, we will begin converting km
to m, before moving on to percentages.
